	Teresa Preston, faculty member, Art Department, Hutchinson Community College, began studying West Coast African art, including textiles, after her first trip to the Ivory Coast.  She has been going to Ghana in summer months with Dr. Mary Carol Hopkins, an anthropologist, Northern Kentucky University, since 2000.  They have taken groups of artists and teachers to study with traditional artists of Ghana.  She earned the Master of Fine Arts degree in design, sculpture and jewelry.  Currently, she works and exhibits in pottery, fiber arts and bronze casting.  Teresa will be presenting a slide-lecture with examples, “West Coast African Textiles,” Friday evening, and a Saturday workshop session.

	Guild Tables

The challenge for the guild tables is to present a display that reflects the KAWS ’08 metaphorical theme based on an adinkra symbol used in stamping cloth in West Coast Africa.  The Wichita challenge is to find an object from the past to inspire the creation of a new object.  The theme encourages learning from the past which helps in building the future and in cherishing and valuing our culture.  The objects for inspiration might be a photograph of a prized family heirloom, an old technique (perhaps from another culture) or an old weave structure such as overshot found in a book.  Bring both items and a brief written explanation for display.

The following will be considered in judging:

1.) The table should have a pleasing arrangement.

2.) Both objects should demonstrate the theme, while the written explanation should enhance understanding.

3.) Individual objects displayed must demonstrate good craftsmanship   and creativity.

Saturday Morning Workshop Session 9 – 11 am

Kumihimo, Japanese Braiding – Mary Sue Foster, Wichita, KS. Learn to braid with 32 strands to create a colorful braid. Braiding stands, thread and spools provided.  Class limit – 8, fee is $7.00.


Learn to Spin Without a Wheel – Nancy Mercer, Mulvane, KS.  This is an introduction to spinning using a drop spindle.  Fiber will be provided.  Learn to draft, use a twisty stick and spin.  Learn about different types of spindles.  Try this inexpensive, portable and ancient way to create yarn. Beginners welcome.  Class limit – 20, fee is $5.00.


Adinkra Cloth –Teresa Preston, Hutchinson, KS. Create an adinkra stamp for use to print a cloth.  Learn about the special cloth from the village of Ntonso, Ghana, West Africa.  Class limit – 18, fee is $5.00.

Three-Shaft Damask Weaving – Nancy Squire, Wichita, KS.  This is one of the few selvage to selvage weaving techniques which enable one to weave a positive/negative image.  Looms will be set up to weave a small sample. Class limit – 12, fee is $5.00.
Victorian Silk Ribbon Work – Marian Teall, Wichita, KS. Create silk ribbon flowers and ribbon embellishment to sew on garments. Bring sharp scissors. Class limit – 15, fee is $6.00.
Saturday Afternoon Workshop Session 1:00 – 3:00 pm
Beads, Beads – Barbara Say, Emporia, KS.  If you have ever wanted to embellish weaving or knitting using beads, come create a yarn and bead bracelet as well as learn about effective embellishment with beads. Class limit – 20, fee is $10.00.

The Joy of Spinning Cotton – Jeanine Glaves and Barbara Thomas, Tulsa, OK. Learn to spin cotton fiber from the “bale to roving.”  Learn, also, about raising cotton, mercerizing and finishing cotton yarns. Bring a wheel and cotton or wool cards. Class limit – 20, fee is $20.
Rug Hooking – Gina Crowder Levesque, Waggoner, OK.  Come and create with this uniquely American pioneer technique which was used to make rugs in the old days.  All supplies to make a pillow will be provided in a kit to take home prepared by the instructor.  Bring sharp scissors.   Class limit – 20, fee is $35.00.
Intarsia – Shari McCoy, Newton, KS.  Experienced knitters will learn to create colorful images.  participant list including needles and yarns will be sent when you pre-register. Class limit – 20, fee is $3.00.  

Faux Finish Purse – Keri Waltner, Newton, KS.  Create a paper appliqué to decorate a canvas bag in a faux finish treatment.  Bring sharp scissors. Class limit – 15, fee is $18.00.
Sunday Morning Workshop Session 8:30 – 10:30 am
Spinning Flax – Jeanine Glaves and Barbara Thomas, Tulsa, OK.  Bring your wheel and learn about growing flax, processing it into fiber, history and flax equipment, preparing flax to spin, and spinning linen.  Class Limit – 20, fee is $25.00 (includes fibers to take with you).

Shibori – Nancy Squire, Wichita, KS.  Learn to clamp, fold, tie and dye to create a colorful silk scarf in a process adapted from the Japanese.  Class limit – 30, fee is $5.00.
Sunday Morning Workshop Session 9:00 – 11:00 am
Yarn Wrapped Jewelry – Marilyn Grisham, Wichita, KS. Come visit the Fiber Studio in the Warehouse/Commerce Street gallery area.  Create a necklace or earrings or a pin of silk-like yarns wrapped around retro jewelry.  Bring old brooches and earrings to decorate.  Some jewelry will be available to buy.  Class limit – 30, fee is $6.00 (may depend on how many jewelry pieces are needed from Marilyn’s collection).

Indigo Blues Inclined Toward Violet – Post Conference Workshop meets in rooms 118/121, McKnight Art Center, north wing, Wichita State University, 1845 North Fairmount. The dye session with Michelle Wipplinger begins at 1:00 pm, Sunday.  The room is open at 12:30 pm.  The session on dyeing silk with natural dyes using processes from several countries will include indigo and other blue-based and red-based dyes to achieve a rich array of purples and violets.  The $295 fee covers instruction and materials. Materials include numerous pre-wound skeins to be used in the dye processes, mordants, chemicals and a CD.
